They
must declare and resolve any interests and relationships.

The Chairman will ask Members if they have any interests to declare in
respect of items on this agenda, under the following headings:

(a) Disclosable Pecuniary Interests (DPI) under the Localism Act
2011. The nature as well as the existence of any such interest must be
declared. After declaring a DPI, the Member must leave the meeting and
not take part in the discussion or vote. This applies even if there is
provision for public speaking.

(b) Disclosable Non Pecuniary (DNPI) under the Code of Conduct
adopted by the Council in May 2012. The nature as well as the existence
of any such interest must be declared. After declaring a DNPI interest,
the Member may stay, speak and vote on the matter.

(c) Where it is possible that a fair-minded and informed observer,
having considered the facts would conclude that there was a real
possibility that the Member might be predetermined or biased the
Member should declare their predetermination or bias and then leave the
room while that item is considered.

Advice to Members: If any Councillor has any doubt about the
existence or nature of any DPI or DNPI which he/she may have in any
item on this agenda, he/she should seek advice from the Monitoring
Officer, the Head of Legal or from other Solicitors in Legal Services as
early as possible, and in advance of the Meeting.

Purpose of Report and Executive Summary

This report explains the purpose of area committees in Swale and describes what
functions the Sittingbourne Area Committee has in order that it can consider how
it will discharge those functions.

Background

One of the objectives of the administration which was formed at Swale Borough
Council following the 2019 local elections was to diffuse power among members
and improve public engagement in decision-making. Over the past year the
administration has been putting in place arrangements to establish area
committees in Swale in order to help meet this objective.

Membership includes all ward Members in the area and the committees’
boundaries are aligned with those of the wards it covers (see Appendix I).
Substitute members are not permitted on area committees and only those
councillors who are members of Swale Borough Council are able to take
decisions.

However, public attendance and participation in the area committees is expected
to be an important feature of them. With this in mind, the council have
incorporated provisions in the Constitution for there to be a 20-minute session for
members of the public to ask relevant questions and make relevant comments to
the committee. Questions will be for the chair to answer, but the chair will have
discretion to invite other Members to contribute. Furthermore, the chair also has

discretion to extend the 20-minute session which is a provision which is not
available to chairs of any other type of committee the council operates.

It is envisaged that part of this session will be given over to suggestions for
members of the public or local organisations to propose items for future agendas
for consideration by the committees.

The purpose of the area committees is to enhance the quality of life and of
council services in the relevant area and to bring local insight to bear in council
decision-making. In common with all four area committees across Swale, the
Sittingbourne Area Committee’s specific terms of reference are to:

develop a work programme to enhance core services within the area and take
a report to council on an annual basis to provide an update on progress;

agree spending decisions in relation to specific funding allocated to members
of the area committee;

provide area intelligence to the cabinet and heads of service, and assist with
policy development on relevant matters; and

make recommendations to cabinet on issues in the committee’s area and
respond to any other specific matter referred to it by cabinet, the council or a
senior council officer.

With regard to point 2 of the terms of reference, each Member will receive an
identical amount of specific funding, established in each annual council budget, to
be allocated to projects in consultation and agreement with the area committee at
large. This will be £4k each and £44k in total as there are eleven Members
representing the six wards covered by the area committee.

Members may make proposals for allocating any part of the amount remaining to
them at any meeting of the committee, and the committee’s agreement will be
decided by a simple majority of Members present. The pooling of individual
Members’ amounts is permissible.

Any amount for which an allocation has not been agreed by the area committee
by the end of the financial year (i.e. by 31 March 2021), will be forfeited, and no
rollovers will be permitted. Any funding allocation agreed by the committee but
unspent by the end of each electoral cycle (i.e. by May 2023) will also be
forfeited.

Proposals

It is important that given the investment in time and resources to establish area
committees everything is done to make them as effective as possible.

Cabinet have undertaken to ensure area committees are consulted on key issues
that affect their areas and that they will listen and respond to feedback and
intelligence provided by the committees.

The committees are duty bound by their terms of reference to report to council on
an annual basis and one mechanism enabling them to do that would be to
develop a work programme and measure what progress has been made.

It is recognised that each area committee could have a different focus and it may
be large, strategic issues that pre-occupy an area or more local schemes which
have a big impact on local people or communities.

It will be for each committee to decide and set its own work programme and
Appendix Il lists some of the issues the area committees in local authorities in
other parts of the country focus on. The committee might want to consider
whether these or similar issues are ones they want to focus on.
