Proposed Double Yellow Lines
Bramley Avenue, Faversham

Following a request from the Ward Member and County Member, proposals have been prepared
for an additional section of double yellow lines to be installed in Bramley Avenue, Faversham, as
shown on the plan overleatf.

Issues have been reported with vehicles parking opposite the existing double yellow lines on the
corner near Preston Avenue, forcing vehicles into the centre of the road and creating a conflict
with vehicles moving in the opposite direction. The proposals, funded through the County
Member’s Highway Grant, have been prepared to provide a passing place for vehicles whilst still
allowing some on-street parking at this location to regulate traffic speeds and minimise the impact
on on-street parking capacity.

We would be most grateful to receive your views as to whether you support or object to the
proposals, and the responses received will be reported to the Swale Joint Transportation Board to
consider at their next meeting. Please note that direct, individual responses will not be sent out in
response to each questionnaire. At the end of the consultation a report on feedback will be
compiled and this will be available on request.
